incremental safety improvements at three (3) intersections along Main Street (NYS 372) 
in the Village of Cambridge. 
 
Alternate Bid No. 1 – Memorial Drive Intersection Improvements – Installation of 
concrete curb, concrete sidewalks and sidewalk ramps, and crosswalk striping at one (1) 
intersection along Main Street (NYS 372) in the Village of Cambridge.

Contract Documents and 
Specifications are in digital format while Contract Drawings are in hard copy format.  Any 
bidder upon returning Contract Drawings unmarked and in good condition along with the CD 
containing Contract Documents and Specifications, within thirty (30) days following the award 
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of the Contract or the rejection of the bids will receive a refund of Fifteen Dollars ($15.00).  
Checks only shall be made payable to Village of Cambridge. 

 
CASH DEPOSITS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  ALL HANDLING COSTS (MAIL, 

DELIVERY SERVICES, ETC.) SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE BIDDER. 
 

Each bid must be accompanied by security in an amount not less than five percent (5%) 
of the amount of the bid in the form and subject to the conditions provided in the Information for 
Bidders.  No Bidder may withdraw his bid within forty-five (45) days after the actual date of 
opening thereof. 
 
 This is an exempt capital improvement project, and Bidders shall not include in their bid 
sales and compensating use taxes on the cost of materials which are to be incorporated into the 
work and which are to be separately sold by the Contractor to the Village of Cambridge prior to 
incorporation into the work of the Contract. 
 

The attention of Bidders is particularly called to the requirements as to conditions of 
employment to be observed and minimum wage rates to be paid under the Contract.  The goals 
for minority participation in Washington County are 2.6%, while the goals for women 
participation are set at 6.9%.  In addition, the requirements of this contract will have a utilization 
goal of zero percent (0%) for disadvantaged business enterprise (DBE) firms.  The utilization 
goal for minority/women business enterprise (M/WBE) firms is zero percent (0%).
